· The certification/re-certification form has been redrafted and it is now a custom form for Race Officers only.  I tried to make it a Word editable form but because of Word limitations this was not possible.  This means that candidates need to enter their information by pen which is what most of them do anyway. 

· I’ve added a certification check list to the certification form.  The check list is probably not complete but I’ll complete it once we are settled on the certification requirements.

· The Join the Race Committee booklet requirements were added to the NRO/SNRO documentation.

· Irene had a valid suggestion that NRO/SRNO’s need to continue to take advanced courses every 4 years.  I changed that requirement to 6 years.  Since NRO/SRNO’s run major events they need to be exposed to changes.  If they don’t learn anything at these courses they certainly can add to the discussions at the courses.  We all saw this in Vancouver. This reminds me that using the pu method Mr. Culter still owes me 3 beers. :<)
· The requirements of having the Cases and Appeals were added but instead of requiring the candidates to have all the Cases and Appeals I changed it to just the RM Cases and Appeals.  I went through the documentation and came up with the following:
